Easter Monday, April 13 
Acts 2:14, 22-32 | Psalm 16 | Matthew 28:9-15 
Grant, we pray, Almighty God, that we who celebrate with reverence the Paschal feast may be made worthy to  
attain to everlasting joys; through Jesus Christ our Lord; who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit,  
one God, now and for ever. Amen. 

 
Easter Tuesday, April 14 
Acts 2:14, 36-41 | Psalm 33:18-22 | John 20:11-18  
O God, who by the glorious resurrection of your Son Jesus Christ destroyed death and brought life and  
immortality to light: Grant that we, who have been raised with him, may abide in his presence and rejoice in  
the hope of eternal glory; through Jesus Christ our Lord, to whom, with you and the Holy Spirit, be honor  
and glory, now and for ever. Amen. 

 
Easter Wednesday, April 15 
Acts 3:1-10 | Psalm 105:1-8 | Luke 24:13-35 
O God, whose blessed Son made himself known to his disciples in the breaking of bread: Open the eyes of our 
faith, that we may behold him in the fullness of his redeeming work; who lives and reigns with you, in the unity  
of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen. 

 

Easter Thursday, April 16 
Acts 3:11-26 | Psalm 8 | Luke 24:36-49 
Almighty God, you show those in error the light of your truth so that they may turn to the path of righteousness: 
Grant that all who have been reborn into the fellowship of Christ’s Body may show forth in their lives what they 
profess by their faith; through Jesus Christ our Lord; who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, 
now and for ever. Amen. 

 

Easter Friday, April 17 
1 Peter 1:3-9 | Psalm 116:1-8 | John 21:1-14 
Almighty Father, who gave your only Son to die for our sins and to rise for our justification: Give us grace so to  
put away the leaven of malice and wickedness, that we may always serve you in purity of life; through Jesus Christ 
your Son our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen. 

 

Easter Saturday, April 18 
Acts 4:1-22 | Psalm 118:14-18 | Mark 16:9-20 
Heavenly Father, you have delivered us from the dominion of sin and death and brought us into the kingdom  
of your beloved Son: Grant that, as by his death he has called us to life, so by his love he may raise us to eternal  
joys; who lives and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen.

Monday 
A Collect for the Renewal of Life 
O God, the King eternal, whose light divides the day from the night and turns the shadow of death  
into the morning: Drive far from us all wrong desires, incline our hearts to keep your law, and guide  
our feet into the way of peace; that, having done your will with cheerfulness during the day, we may,  
when night comes, rejoice to give you thanks; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  
 
Tuesday 
A Collect for Peace 
O God, the author of peace and lover of concord, to know you is eternal life and to serve you is  
perfect freedom: Defend us, your humble servants, in all assaults of our enemies; that we, surely  
trusting in your defense, may not fear the power of any adversaries, through the might of Jesus  
Christ our Lord. Amen.  
 
Wednesday 
A Collect for Grace  
O Lord, our heavenly Father, almighty and everlasting God, you have brought us safely to the  
beginning of this day: Defend us by your mighty power, that we may not fall into sin nor run into  
any danger; and that guided by your Spirit, we may do what is righteous in your sight; through  
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  
 
Thursday 
A Collect for Guidance 
Heavenly Father, in you we live and move and have our being: We humbly pray you so to guide and  
govern us by your Holy Spirit, that in all the cares and occupations of our life we may not forget you,  
but may remember that we are ever walking in your sight; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  
 
Friday 
 A Collect for Endurance 
Almighty God, whose most dear Son went not up to joy but first he suffered pain, and entered not  
into glory before he was crucified: Mercifully grant that we, walking in the way of the cross, may find  
it none other than the way of life and peace; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord. Amen.  
 
Saturday 
A Collect for Sabbath Rest 
Almighty God, who after the creation of the world rested from all your works and sanctified a day of rest  
for all your creatures: Grant that we, putting away all earthly anxieties, may be duly prepared for the service  
of your sanctuary, and that our rest here upon earth may be a preparation for the eternal rest promised to  
your people in heaven; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
